Nurture of Creative Research Leaders in Immune

System Regulation and Innovation Therapeutics

The “Nurture of Creative Research Leaders in
Immune System Regulation and Innovation Ther-
apeutics” aims to foster leaders in the promotion
of “therapeutics” specializing in intractable im-
mune-related diseases (allergy, autoimmune diseas-
es, cancer, etc.) by leveraging the strengths of Chiba
University. The program was approved by MEXT
in 2012, and has continued even after government
support ended in FY2018. The program received an
A-grade in the post-program evaluation of FY2018.
By March 2023, the program had produced 60 gradu-
ates who are contributing actively both domestically

and internationally.
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Disaster Nursing Global Leader Degree Program
Establishment of the 5-university Joint Disaster

Nursing Program (5-year doctoral program)

In 2012, the “Disaster Nursing Global Leader De-
gree Program (DNGL)” was adopted by the Ministry
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science, and Technol-
ogy as a Program for Leading Graduate Schools. The
Joint Disaster Nursing Program (a five-year doctor-
al program) was newly established in the Graduate
School of Nursing as its operating body in 2014. This
is a joint educational program consisting of five
universities: Chiba University, University of Kochi,
University of Hyogo, Tokyo Medical and Dental Uni-
versity, and Japanese Red Cross College of Nursing.
After this joint disaster nursing major was closed,
it was reorganized as a consortium course that ex-
panded the number of participants to other majors
in the five universities as a Disaster Nursing Minor
Program in FY2021. This modification strengthens
and complements the human resource development
of each graduate school from the perspective of fos-

tering global leaders in disaster nursing.
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
