The Radioisotope Research Center was estab-
lished in 1992, and then reorganized in 2004. The
number of nuclides available to the Radioisotope
Research Center had been 87 since its establish-
ment, but in 2021, three new radionuclides, includ-
ing At-211 relating to radiopharmaceuticals, were
added to the list. At the time of its establishment,
the Radioisotope Research Center had two full-time
faculty members, but now has no full-time faculty
members, and one faculty member from the Gradu-
ate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences who concur-
rently serves as a faculty member. The main tasks of
the center are education and training for those in-
volved in radiation-related work, and management
of radioactive materials throughout Chiba Universi-
ty. There were no particular findings during an on-
site inspection by the Nuclear Regulation Authority
in 2011, and although the Radioisotope Research
Center undergoes periodic inspections and periodic
checks by alegal inspection agency once every three

years, no significant findings were noted.
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
