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SAFETY AND HEALTH
ORGANIZATION

The Safety and Health Organization consists of
three divisions: Environmental Safety Division,
Health Preservation Division, and Mental Health
Support Division. Our mission is to provide the best
management of environmental safety and health-
care for members of the university.

The Chiba University Health Council was estab-
lished in 1952. The Council was reorganized into
the Health Sciences Center in 1973. A new branch
health room opened at Matsudo campus in 1982. The
branch health room at Inohana campus opened in
2008. The Inohana Health Room and the Health Of-
fice for employees of the Chiba University Hospital
were reopened in the new building of the School of
Medicine in 2020.

The Environmental Science Research Committee
was established in 1971, and laid the foundation for

the Toxic Waste Treatment Plant established in 1980.
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In April 2004, the Health Sciences Center was
integrated with the Toxic Waste Treatment Plant
and reorganized into the Safety and Health Orga-
nization, consisting of the Environmental Safety
Department,

and Student Health Department. In April 2023, the

Occupational Health Department,

organization was again reorganized into three new
divisions.

The Environmental Safety Division is responsible
for chemical substance management, toxic waste
management, and safety management. It manages
and operates the Chiba University Chemical Regis-
tration Information System (CUCRIS). The Division
compiles and reports on the PRTR system in Japan.

The Health Preservation Division is responsible
for students’ health and occupational health, con-
ducts health examinations for students, faculty, and
staff on campus, and operates healthcare rooms in
each district.

The Mental Health Support Division is respon-
sible for student counseling and mental health
counseling. Since 2023, the department has been
reorganized with the Student Counseling Division,
and is now able to provide one-stop mental health
counseling services for students and faculties, in-
cluding counseling sessions and psycho-neurologist

consultations.
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
