[1This Code, set out exclusively for researchers, has been made in keeping with the principles of the
Chiba University Code of Conduct (enacted on October 11, 2005), and in conformity to the Code of
Conduct for Scientists adopted by the Science Council of Japan on January 25, 2013.
LJA “researcher” in this Code means a researcher and/or a specialist engaged in activities to create
new insights or to utilize scientific knowledge in all academic fields, ranging from the humanities

and social sciences to the natural sciences.
